CUE: When fader is pushed below 
last line it goes into Cue

ON:  Used to switch channel on 

OFF:  Used to switch channel off

Monitors Rack Feed:  
Audio coming from the Rack
Monitors the “On-Air” signal.  Audio from  
SkyTower.  What listeners can hear.
Monitors Programme Audio:  What’s leaving the 
studio
Monitors Audition: Audio you may be checking 
from an off-air player

Monitors Utility audio

Used to check Mono signal for phase reversal

If you need to time a song or recorded item.
